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	Basically in this story, it talks about each relationship among four mothers and their daughters. They all have their own stories, and yet all of them have connections to each other. In “The Joy Luck Club”, it not only clearly conveys the conflicts from one generation to the other, but also shows several characteristics of Chinese and the cruelty of wars that force a lot of people leaving their homes. To me, what attracts me the most of this book is the part that describes the complicated emotion among mothers and daughters. 

In the surface, it seems that they have completely different life, for they belong to different generations. However, their fates are connected. The ways those daughters are walking through somehow just reflect the past of their mothers; and the problems or difficulties those girls are facing now, like marriage, in some ways are just what their mothers once had suffered. They had a lot of argument before, because of the misunderstanding and the distance between two generations; the emotions of daughters toward their mothers are complicated because that though they love their mothers very much, they still want to live a life without the shadow of their mothers, even they are unconsciously walking on the same way. They love, and yet they hate. 

I think that sharply reminds me the past of my life. When I was in junior high school, I didn’t have a good relationship with my mom. With completely different concepts, we used to argue a lot, just like the ways those characters are acting to each other. During that time, I always thought that she was too autocratic and being too much worried about me; I tried to fight, but it just brought nothing but more arguments. I thought she didn’t know me at all; but the thing is, mothers always know their daughters the best. When I had a bad mood or a secret, she always knew at the second I came home, no matter how hard I tried to cover. I once thought that was horrible, but actually, it is just because she is my mom. After so many years and after so many conflicts, discussions, and explanations, our relationship is finally getting better, just like the characters of this story. And now I realize that, though our daily life was once full of anger and injury; when I need a hand, my mom will always be there.

When I was reading that part, I couldn’t help thinking of my own experience. It is just so real, that makes me almost cry. I think that is also the reason that makes this story so successful and so lovable. 
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
