The culture in France s distinctive and has many deficacies. The French people take
food very seriously. The term “Michelin Star* is considered, across the world, a symbol
of excellent dining quaity. Micheli, in fact, is a tire company, which launched s first
guidebook in 1900 to encourage road trp in France. It also
started anonymously reviewing restaurants using a three-star
system in 1926,

The following are the definitions of Michelin Stars:
One star: a very good restaurant in its category
Two stars: excellent cooking and worth a detour
Three stars: exceptional cuisine and worth a special journey

The criteria for the first star focuses mainly on the qualities of the food being
served. The addiional stars are awarded depending on the qualty of restaurant service,

furnishings, and wine collection.

Up until the year 2017, 93 restaurants in the world were awarded three stars. Thirty
two were in Japan, twenty six in France, twelve in the United States, ten in Germany,
sevenin taly, and five in Hong Kong.
